At Centenary,
he conducts the Chancel and Sanctuary Choirs and coordinates a complete Music and Arts ministry which includes multi-level choirs and
handbells. In addition to his duties at Centenary, he is the conductor of the High Point Community Chorus, High Point, North Carolina.Mr.
Pegg received his B. M. and M. M. degrees from the University of North Carolina at Greensboro, and has done advanced studies at the Uni-
versity of Oklahoma, University of lowa, and University of Hartford, and Westminster Choir College. He is Conductor Emeritus of the Bel
Canto Company, a professional choral ensemble (Greensboro, North Carolina) which he led for 19 years. Mr. Pegg has served as a choral
clinician and adjudicator for many workshops including the North Carolina All-State Chorus and Honors Chorus. In October 2004, he served
as guest conductor of the first North Carolina Church Choir Festival, sponsored by the North Carolina state chapter of the American Choral
Directors Association (NCACDA). In November 2004, he received the Lara Hoggard Award for Distinguished Service in Choral Music in North
Carolina from NCACDA. In 2008, he was the guest conductor of the Chamber Choir at Music and Liturgical Arts Week, Lake Junaluska, NC.

Edmund F. Tompkins has served as Minister of Music and Organist at Morning Star Lutheran Church (ELCA), in Matthews, North Carolina,
since February 2004. Prior to this, Ed had served as Director of Music/Organist since 1981 in churches in Durham, NC; Nashville, TN; and
Richmond, VA. Ed directs two adult vocal choirs, two inter-generational handbell choirs, and two instrumental ensembles as well as vocal
and instrumental opportunities for children and youth. Ed is a graduate of Duke University and Scarritt Graduate School. Ed has served on
the Area Ill American Guild of English Handbell Ringers Board of Directors and as president of the Charlotte Chapter Choristers Guild. He
has served as handbell clinician at festivals in Florida, North Carolina, South Carolina, lllinois, Virginia and Maryland. Ed has served on the
handbell faculties at Montreat Conferences on Worship and Music, Massanetta Church Music Conference, and Lutheridge Music Week.
He and his wife Judy and their two children live in Indian Trail, North Carolina.

Joby Bell garnered the Audience Prize and Second Prize in the 2000 American Guild of Organists National Young Artists Competition in
Organ Performance. He maintains an active schedule as solo performer, clinician, and collaborative organist. He has performed at the
invitation of numerous chapters and conventions of the American Guild of Organists, the Victoria Bach Festival, the Houston Masterworks
Chorus, the Washington National Cathedral, and the Conferences on Worship and Music at Montreat Conference Center, NC. His
concertizing throughout the United States and abroad has met with high acclaim. He earned a Bachelor of Music in organ and piano from
Appalachian State University and a Master of Music and Doctor of Musical Arts degrees in organ from Rice University. Dr. Bell served as
Associate Director of Music at the Church of St. John the Divine and as Organist at St. Philip Presbyterian Church and First Presbyterian
Church, all in Houston. He also served as a vocal coach/accompanist at St. Agnes Academy, Strake Jesuit College Preparatory, and Houston
Baptist University. Since 2004, he has served on the faculty of the Hayes School of Music, Appalachian State University, where he teaches
organ and sacred music studies. Dr. Bell also currently serves as Interim Organist at the First Presbyterian Church of Lenoir, NC.
